Facility: Outdoor (Bring chairs) and appropriate clothing for weather variables. Lots of obstacles in mother nature’s arena. Indoor arena nearby
is available if weather is too bad.

Focus Camp Format: The format will be 2 days on, one day off, 2 days on. The day off will be for practicing what you learned under the
watchful eye of Larry.

Directions: From the 401

Take highway 25 north, through Acton, and continue north (road veers left to become highway 7; stay straight and go over the railroad tracks),
across highway 124 (John Deere dealership on SE corner), and continue straight (this is now the 2™ line of Erin Township) until the road ends at
the Townline. Turn right (east) on Townline, and proceed through the village of Orton. The 11" line is the first road after you leave Orton. Turn
left (north) and the farm is 1.6 km up the road on the east side (right).

From Orangeville
Take highway 9 west out of Orangeville. Turn left onto Dufferin County Rd 3 (this is commonly known as the “Fergus-Orangeville Road”).

Continue through the traffic lights and through the village of Marsville. Turn left on the 11" line. There is a large grain elevator on the SE
corner and a sign for the Burdette Art Gallery. The farm is 1.6 km down the road on the east side (left).

From Fergus

Take Belsyde Rd east. This becomes Wellington County Rd 18 once you are out of town. Continue through the flashing amber light at
Wellington County Rd 26. This is equivalent to the 7" line, so you can count over to the 11" There is a large grain elevator on the SE corner,
and a sign pointing to the Burdette Art Gallery. The farm is 1.6 km down the road on the east side (left).

Dogs:  Absolutely no dogs will be allowed.

Horses: Please do not bring horses with clinical signs of contagious disease. No stallions will be permitted.

Stalls:  Contact Leslie Stewart at 1-877-727-3554 or email to info@paradisehillsranch.com Boxstall $25 per night plus GST bedding supplied
or $20 per night, bring own bedding or $10 pasture. Bring feed and buckets.

Time: Start time will be 9:00 am on all days. Check in at 8:00 am. Everyone should be in the arena with his or her horse at 8:45 am. (You
may warm up your horse before 8:45 am) Approximate end time will be between 4:00 and 5:00 pm.

Breaks: There will be a lunch break for about an hour. There will be an onsite concession. Local restaurants within 20 minutes.

Tack & Equipment: Bring your saddle, pad and any Parelli equipment that you may have. Natural equipment will be available for
purchase.
